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El Valle de Casablanca est4 ubicado en la planicie costera de la
regién de Aconcagua. Lo cruza la carretera que une Santiago
con Vifa del Mar, a 80 km. al noroeste del primero y s6lo a 41
km. de Valparafso. El relieve es, en general, con cerros lejanos y
suaves lomas que no sobrepasan los 400 m sobre el nivel del mar.
Las alturas van aumentando hacia el noreste y sureste, donde se
emplaza la cordillera de la Costa. La vid se cultiva en terrenos
planos o de pendientes suaves y las aguas de riego son,
generalmente, extraidas de pozos subterraneos del estero Los

Sauces y los embalses La Vinilla y Perales.

The Casablanca Valley is located in the coastal area of the
Aconcagua region, and is crossed by the highway that links Santiago
with Vifia del Mar, 80 kilometres to the north-east of Santiago and
only 41 kilometres from Valparaiso.In general terms, it is flat with
soft hills that never exceed 400 metres above sea level. Altitudes
increase towards the north-east and south-east with the appearance of
the Coastal Range. Grapevines are planted in flat or mildly sloping
plots of land and the water for their irrigation is generally either
pumped from wells or comes form the Los Sauces Brook, as well as

from the La Vinillla and Perales reservoirs.
